Witness: Call to Artists
The Lexington Art League (LAL) is seeking artists to serve in the second implementation of Witness, a program developed and produced in partnership with Bluegrass Domestic Violence Program (BDVP), Bluegrass Rape Crisis Center (BRCC), Kentucky Domestic Violence Association (KDVA), Kentucky United Methodist Homes for Children and Youth (KUMH), and Third Street Stuff.  

The artists will collaborate with survivors of violence against women and girls (hereafter referred to as “Story-Tellers”) to create original works of visual art reflective of the story-tellers’ experiences. These works will then be exhibited in various public spaces throughout the region. All works will be considered property of the individual whose experience or process is being visually conveyed (the story-tellers’). 

The goal of Witness is two-fold. First, it is designed to provide a voice through visual art to those who are often voiceless. Secondly, it is designed to bring the issue of violence against women and girls forward in the community, through visual art, in an effort to inform, educate, inspire and support social change.

Due to the sensitive nature of this program, all candidates will be subject to a background check, as well as a screening process. Participation in this program will be recognized through a modest stipend and mileage reimbursements.
