Witness: Call to Women

Witness seeks survivors of violence against women and girls to collaboratively create original works of art with visual artists to communicate their experiences. 

Witness is developed and produced in partnership by Lexington Art League (LAL), Bluegrass Domestic Violence Program (BDVP), Bluegrass Rape Crisis Center (BRCC), Kentucky Domestic Violence Association (KDVA), Kentucky United Methodist Homes for Children and Youth (KUMH), and Third Street Stuff.   


The works of art created through this process will be exhibited in a regional venue until June 2011, should the individual desire to share her story with the public. All works will be considered property of the individual whose experience or process is being visually conveyed.  

The goal of Witness is two-fold. First, it is designed to provide a means of self-expression through visual art for those whose stories often go untold. Secondly, it is designed to bring the issue of violence against women and girls forward in the community in an effort to inform, educate, inspire, and support social change by bringing an end to this violence. 

Due to the sensitive nature of this program, each visual artist will be subject to a background check, as well as a screening process. 

Mileage will be reimbursed and the artwork, which has intrinsic value, becomes property of the story-teller (survivors of violence against women and girls). 

Currently, Witness can allow for only a limited number of participation spaces in this program.  It is the hope of all producing partners to grow the program for the future, thus serving many more survivors of violence against women and girls.
